· Classroom procedures

· Behavior

· Effort

Primary Assessment Criteria (Grades K, 1, 2)

Effort
1 – Outstanding

· Student almost always maintains involvement in the lesson activities.
· Student consistently demonstrates proper behavior according to established classroom and school-wide policies, so as to ensure a positive learning environment.
· Student consistently takes schoolwork seriously and does quality work based upon ability.

2 – Satisfactory

· Student sometimes needs encouragement to participate in lesson activities or to focus attention.
· Student frequently demonstrates proper behavior with infrequent teacher prompting, according to established classroom and school-wide policies, so as to ensure a positive learning environment.
· Student frequently takes schoolwork seriously and does work based upon ability.

3 – Needs Improvement

· Student frequently is reluctant to engage in lesson activities and demonstrates difficulty in focusing attention.
· Student sometimes demonstrates proper behavior according to established classroom and school-wide policies, so as to ensure a positive learning environment.
· Student sometimes takes schoolwork seriously and does work based upon ability.
Evaluation of Knowledge and Skills

I – Independently

· Student almost always demonstrates, in an appropriate manner, understanding of isolated and interrelated elements (in accordance to each subject area).
· Student almost always meets the requirements of the performance objectives with minimal teacher assistance.
W – With Assistance

· Student sometimes demonstrates, in an appropriate manner, understanding of isolated and interrelated elements (in accordance to each subject area).
· Student sometimes needs to refer to visual representations or other concrete examples of the identified concepts.
· Student sometimes needs individual attention to perform selected skill(s).
N – Not Apparent At This Time

· Student frequently is unable to show or describe the identified elements.

· Student frequently is unable to show progress toward the performance objectives.
